   I’m realizing that over a year of writing about evangelism – 

that I’ve also been writing about a lot of other things – commu-

nication, compassion, hospitality, mission, teaching, worship, 

and now stewardship. It’s not that I’ve been avoiding the topic 

of evangelism, but that it touches nearly everything we do. To be 

“good news” people, we really do take that good news with us 

wherever we go. 

   When Jesus begins addressing our worries in Luke’s gospel, 

how we worry about what we will eat and what we will wear, he 

reminds us that God is already doing something about that. The 

ravens get fed. The grasses of the field are arrayed with beautiful 

lilies. So quit worrying about that stuff! Now, in that, I do be-

lieve that he is talking directly with those who don’t NEED to 

worry about those things – but do. Instead, he says, let the na-

tions strive after those things – You, YOU should strive for the 

Kingdom of Heaven. Indeed, it is God’s pleasure to give you the 

Kingdom, AND when you sell possessions and share with oth-

ers, your reward will be very great. Your heart and treasure and 

God’s Kingdom will align and it will be a beautiful sight. 

   This generosity Jesus is describing is at the heart of our good 

news story. The good news is that there is enough – enough 

food, enough clothing, enough to shelter families, truly enough 

to go around for everyone. But those who are called to live a

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Kingdom lifestyle are also called to be gracious and generous, to allow the treasure of 

their hearts to be something that not only benefits themselves, but also benefits others. 

   It makes sense to see that our sense of salvation is all wrapped up in that. We all 

benefit from receiving a love we don’t deserve – so that in practicing sharing what we 

have with others, we find that our own understanding of love will increase. Telling 

people about Jesus sometimes means that we will be asked to stretch our usual limits 

of what we give to others. Sometimes it means acknowledging that we already have 

everything we need and so much of what we want that gratitude is the only response. 

Sometimes it means that we will find freedom from worry and be less anxious to talk 

about what’s important rather than get stuck in the usual small talk.  

   Telling the good news of our faith may relieve others of their worry as well. And 

demonstrating kindness by sharing what we have with others – even better. Where 

your treasure is – there your heart will be also. Where do you want your heart to be 

today?
